Baggrund

Hundesleedekulturen risikerer at

ga tabt. En stgt nedgang i antallet
af aktive slaedekuske og et staerkt
faldende antal af slzedehunde er en
realitet blandt os, den oprindelige
befolkning i Arktis.

Hermed mister vi drtusinders viden
om hundeslaeden, dens konstrukti-
on og brug, og dens tilpasninger til
regionale isforhold og landskaber.
Vi mister viden om den szeregne og
hdrdfere sleedehund, dens pasning,
opdragelse og traening, samt
forstaelsen og samspillet mellem
os, vejret, havisen, fleldet, tundraen
og vinden.

For at gare status og udveksle viden
arrangerede kulturfirmaet NEBULA
et internationalt hundeslaedese-
minar i den vestgrgnlandske by
Sisimiut i november / december
2016, kaldet Arctic Nomads.

Background

Sled dog culture is at risk of extinction.

A steady decline in the number of
active sled drivers and a heavy reduc-
tion in the number of sled dogs is a
fact of life among us — the indigenous
people of the Arctic.

Due to this, we have lost thousands
of years of knowledge about the sled
dog, its construction and use and its
adaptation to regional ice conditions
and landscapes. We continue to lose
our knowledge about the distinct and
tough sled dog, its care, grooming
and training as well as the understan-
ding and the relationship that exists
between us, the people, the weather,
the sea ice, the mountains, the tundra
and the wind.

To gain an overview of the current
situation and with the idea of an
exchange of knowledge, NEBULA ar-
ranged an international dog sledding
seminar in the West Greenland town
of Sisimiut in November/December
2016.

The Arctic Nomads
Project

The purpose of the Arctic Nomads
project is to raise awareness of sled
dog culture and its importance for
Arctic Inuit. With this in mind, an
international workshop for dog sled
builders took place in Sisimiut, West
Greenland, in late 2016. The workshop
was followed by two days of seminars
and discussions about dog sledding.

Dog sled builders from Russia, USA,
Canada and Greenland participated in
this event as did politicians, business
people, researchers and other stake-
holders. As the seminar concluded,
participants drafted several suggesti-
ons and recommendations as to how
the Arctic dog sledding culture can be
preserved and developed. These are
the suggestions for you to read.
